Quick Tip: When practicing spelling words, look for known phonemes within the word – this will help their memories for using the words on a daily basis.








Quick Tip: When counting in 2’s, 5’s, 10’s and 100’s, encourage your child to do an action at the same time i.e. – marching when counting in 5’s, clapping when counting in 2’s etc. This will encourage fluency and rhythm.
